1. Don't open your freezer or fridge unless

it is absolutely necessary. A full freezer will
Call 911 keep food frozen for 24 to 36 hours if the
door remains closed.
2. Never use charcoal or gas barbecues,
camping heating equipment, or home
generators indoors. They give off carbon
monoxide. Because you can't smell or see
it, carbon monoxide can cause health
problems and is life-threatening.

3. Turn off all tools, appliances and elec-
tronic equipment, and turn the thermostat
(s) for the home heating system down to
minimum to prevent damage from a power
surge when power is restored. Also, power
can be restored more easily when there is
not a heavy load on the electrical system.
